ENTITLEMENT REQUEST
The applicant requests a conditional use permit to authorize off-site sale of beer and wine in an
existing snack shop and gas station.

Project Description

The applicant, Ragaa Fahmi, requests a conditional use permit to allow the sale of beer and
wine for off-site consumption in conjunction with an existing snack shop and Chevron Gas
Station located at 14155 Imperial Hwy within the unincorporated community of South Whittier —
Sunshine Acres in the C-1 (Restricted Business) Zone. The applicant is purchasing a new
license to sell beer and wine on the subject property. The gas station and the snack shop are
open 24/7 and the smog shop operates from 8:00 am to 6:00 pm Monday through Saturday.
The alcohol sales would be limited to between the hours of 6:00 am to 2:00 am. No alcohol
sales are allowed between the hours of 2:00 am and 6:00 am.

Special Requirements for Off-Site Sales of Beer and Wine

Off-site sales of beer and wine is subject to a conditional use permit in zone C-1 pursuant to the
Los Angeles County Zoning Code Section 22.28.110. The request must meet the Conditional
Use Permit Burden of Proof requirements of Section 22.56.040, the Additional Findings
requirements for off-site alcoholic beverages sales in Section 22.56.195; and the additional
conditions for sale of beer and wine in conjunction with the sale of motor vehicle fuel in Section
22.56.245 of the Los Angeles County Code.

DESCRIPTION OF SUBJECT PROPERTY

Location

The subject property is located at 14155 Imperial Highway, in the Sunshine Acres Zoned District
within the unincorporated community of South Whittier — Sunshine Acres.

Physical Features

The site is located on a flat commercial lot immediately adjacent to residential and commercial
areas. The lot size is 22,365 square-feet containing a gas station, a snack shop and a smog
shop. The landscaped area covers 13.34 percent or a total of 2,984 square foot consisting of
small islands within the property. :

ENVIRONMENTAL DETERMINATION

The Department of Regional Planning has determined that a Categorical Exemption, Class 1 —
Existing Facilities, is the appropriate environmental documentation under California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) reporting requirements.

PREVIOUS CASES/ZONING HISTORY :
PP 201000309- A plot plan to allow interior and exterior tenant improvements and additions to
the existing mechanic/smog shop and snack shop approved on June 8, 2010.

PP 200901237- A plot plan for the re-facing of two canopy signs and the re-facing or installation
of the freestanding pole sign for Chevron approved on May 18, 2010.

PP 16663- A plot plan to authorize a sign program filed on June 24, 1998.

GENERAL PLAN

The land use designation for the subject property within the Countywide General Plan is 1 (Low-
Density Residential). This land designation is primarily suitable for single-family detached
housing units, including large lot estates and typical suburban tract developments. (General
Plan Chapter lll- Land Use Policy Map, Page 21-22). It is however, not the intent of the General
Plan Policy to preclude local commercial and industrial services, schools, churches and other
community service uses.

SITE PLAN/DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

The existing Chevron gas station: snack shop and smog shop are allowed uses within the C-1
zone. The smog shop does not include body or smog related repairs. There is a masonry wall,
10-foot in height, which separates the gas station from the residential area to the north. The
smog shop operating hours are from 8:00 am to 6:00 pm Monday through Saturday.

Premises in Zone C-1 shall be subject to the following devefopment standards:

A. That not to exceed 90 percent of the net area be occupied by buildings, with a minimum of 10
percent of the net area landscaped with a tawn, shrubbery, flowers and/or trees, which shall be
continuously maintained in good condition. Incidental walkways, if needed, may be developed in
the landscaped area.

Plot Plan 201000309 approved a total of 2,792 square-feet or 12.5 percent built coverage area,
and landscaping of 2,984 square-feet or 13 percent coverage area which are within the required
Standards. :
B. That there shall be parking facilities as required by Part 11 of Chapter 22.52.
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The snack shop requires 10 parking spaces and the smog shop an additional parking space for
a total of eleven spaces. The existing site includes six standard parking spaces, four compact
and one ADA accessible parking spaces and thereby complies with the parking standards.

SITE PLAN

The site plan depicts a 22,365 square-foot lot containing 2,510 square-feet of snack shop, and
246 square-feet of smog shop, there are two canopy areas covering ten gas pumps, with lot
coverage of 12.5 percent or a total of 2,750 square foot built area and with 13.3 percent and
2,984 square-feet of landscaping area. There are 11 parking spaces including six standard
parking spaces, four compact and one handicapped accessible. Four driveways provide access
to the site through Imperial Highway to the south and Valley View Avenue to the east, two on
each side. The trash enclosure is located on the north side of the lot by the smog shop.

Floor Plan

The applicant provided a shelf plan for off-site sales of alcohol. The alcohol shelves occupy
about five percent or 738 linear feet of the total shelf space. Staff has included a copy of the
shelf calculation and the fioor area plan with this report.

Extra Mile Chevron Operations

The store operates under the Chevron Extra Mile Program. Chevron Corporation oversees and
monitors regularly Extra Mile Franchise Chevron operations to ensure the store operation meets
the guideline rules and regulations of both Chevron and the State of California. As per the
applicant, beer and wine sales is highly recommended by the Chevron Extra Mile but it is not
mandated. The Chevron Extra Mile guidelines provide options for beer and wine display in the
refrigerated area. Staff has provided a copy of both display options attached to this report.

General Operations

The snack shop sells a variety of merchandise to include tobacco, fresh coffee, hot dogs,
nachos, ice cream, non-alcoholic beverages, and a variety of snacks. The store provides
California lottery sales and an ATM machine for customers. There are two camera screens
inside the store providing images of the interior and exterior of the subject site. As per the
applicant the films are kept for 60-days. A total of 13 refrigerated doors provide non-alcoholic
sales in the snack shop. The applicant proposes four refrigerated doors be devoted to beer and
wine plus a rack of four shelves to provide wine within the promotional display area. There is a
restroom available to public and provides public commodity and service. The smog shop does
not provide repair services. It is a Smog Check Only shop.

BURDEN OF PROOF

The applicant is required to substantiate all facts identified by Section 22.56.040 of the Los
Angeles County Code. '

1. That the requested use at the location proposed will not:
A. Adversely affect the health, peace, comfort or welfare of persons residing or working
in the surrounding area, or
B. Be materially detrimental to the use, enjoyment or valuation of property of other
persons located in the vicinity of the site, or
C. Jeopardize, endanger or otherwise constitute a menace to the public health, safety
or general welfare. :
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2. That the proposed site is adequate in size and shape to accommodate the yards, walls,
fences, parking and loading facilities, landscaping and other development features
prescribed in this Title 22, or as is otherwise required in order to integrate said use with
the uses in the surrounding area.

3. That the proposed site is adequately served:
A. By highways or streets of sufficient width and improved as necessary to carry the
kind and quantity of traffic such use would generate, and
B. By other public or private service facilities as are required.

The Burden of Proof with applicant’s responses is attached. Staff is of the opinion that the
applicant has met the burden of proof.

Addendum Burden of Proof, Alcoholic Beverage Sales
Per Section 22.56.195.B of the Los Angeles County Code, in addition to the findings required in
Section 22.56.090, the applicant shall also substantiate the following findings:

A. The requested use at the proposed location will not adversely affect the use of a
place used exclusively for religious worship, school, park, playground or any similar
use within a 600 foot radius; and

There are no sensitive uses within a 600-foot radius. Monte Vista Middle School is located

within 700 feet from the subject property. Staff has not received any comments from the

school.

B. The requested use at the proposed location is sufficiently buffered in relation to any
residential area within the immediate vicinity so as not to adversely affect said area;
and

The subject property is buffered from adjacent apartment units on the north side by a 10-foot
masonry wall.

C. The requested use at the proposed location will not result in an undue concentration
of similar premises; a separation of not less than 500 feet shall not be construed as
undue concentration; provided, however, that the planning agency may find that the
public convenience or necessity for an additional facility selling alcoholic beverages
for off-site consumption , outweighs the facts that it is located within a 500-foot radius
of any other facility selling alcoholic beverages for either on-site or off-site
consumption, in which case the shelf space devoted to alcoholic beverages shall be
limited to not more than five percent of the total shelf space in the establishment; and

The subject property is within census tract 5031.01 and has seven off-site licenses and five

are allowed. South Whittier School District is within a 1000-foot radius. There is an

overconcentration of alcoholic beverage sales within the census tract. In addition, there is an
overconcentration of alcohol sales within a 500-foot radius. There are two alcohol sales for
off-site consumption; a market located at 12721 Valley View Avenue and a liquor store
located at 14214 Imperial Hwy. Both establishments are on the other side of Imperial Hwy

and to the south of the subject property within a 500-foot radius. Staff has included a

condition limiting the alcoholic beverage shelf space to a maximum of five percent of the

total merchandise shelves in the store as required by the Code.
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D. The requested use at the proposed location will not adversely affect the economic
welfare of the nearby community; and

The addition of beer and wine will provide convenience to customers by offering additional

products.

E. The exterior appearance of the structure will not be inconsistent with the exterior
appearance of commercial structures already constructed or under construction
within the immediate neighborhood so as to cause blight, deterioration, or
substantially diminish or impair property values within the neighborhood.

The existing site was renovated in 2010 to allow the addition of 695 square-feet, and to

remodel the existing gas station, snack shop and smog only shop. The Subject gas station

and landscaping is neat and clean.

Additional Conditions for Sale of Beer and Wine in Conjunction with the Sale of Motor
Vehicle Fuel

Pursuant to Section 22.56.245 of the Los Angeles County Code, “In addition to the conditions
imposed pursuant to Section 22.56.100, the following development standards shall be
mandatory conditions of such grant:

A. No beer or wine shall be displayed within five feet of the cash register or the front door
unless it is in a permanently affixed cooler,

No advertisement of alcoholic beverages shall be displayed at motor fuel islands,

No sale of alcoholic beverages shall be made from a drive-in window.

No display or sale of beer or wine shall be made from an ice tub.

. No self-illuminated advertising for beer or wine shall be located on buildings or windows.
The proposed beer and wine shelves are about 40’ away from the cashier and about 44’ from
the entrance door.

COUNTY DEPARTMENT COMMENTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Department ,

The Norwalk Sheriff's station indicated in its report dated July 15, 2011, that the subject property
had a total of 13 calls for service from 2007 to 2011. The reports include the following; a case of
arson in 2007, six drug related incidents in 2008, stolen vehicle, stolen license plate, vandalism,
towed vehicle and receiving stolen property, one stolen vehicle in 2011 and no incidents in 2009
and 2010. A copy of the report is attached to this report.

PATROL OFFICER
The patrol officer indicated that he has no problems with issuance of the conditional use permit.

OTHER AGENCY COMMENTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The California Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) ,
Coordination between the County and ABC is required relating to the sale of alcoholic
beverages in the subject community. In its report dated July 11, 2011, ABC reported the
following findings regarding the project location within the South Whittier Community.

1. The crime-reporting district for the subject community is Crime Reporting District No.
495. The subject census tract is located within a crime-reporting district with higher than
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average crime. The average number of offenses per district, countywide is 151.74
criminal offenses. An area is considered a “high crime” area if 120% of average criminal
offenses are present (120% of 151.74 is 182.1 offenses). The reported crimes total 427;
this represents about 2 times the average criminal offenses estimated countywide. This
percentage exceeds the 120 threshold of 180 offenses. The area, therefore, is
considered a “high-crime” reporting district.

2. ABC monitors alcoholic licenses based on countrywide population formulas for total
licenses issued and the resale of existing licenses no longer in use included in its
analysis is information by census tract indicating the number of licenses allowed and the
numbers of existing licenses in the subject census tract. ABC indicates whether an
“undue concentration” of alcohol exists based on those statistics. In the report, ABC
provided the following information: The census tract for the subject community is Tract
No. 5031.01. Seven liquor licenses are located within the subject census tract and five
licenses are “allowed” according to ABC formulas. An undue concentration of licenses
exists and a letter of public convenience or necessity is required by a Governing Body.

LEGAL NOTIFICATION AND PUBLIC OUTREACH

Pursuant to the provisions of Sections 22.60.174 of the County Code, the Notice of Public
Hearing was advertised in the La Opinion on August 18, 2011 and in the San Gabriel Valley
Tribune on August 19, 2011. A total of 68 public hearing notices regarding the subject
application were mailed out to the owners of properties located within the 500-foot radius on
August 15, 2011. Three notices were sent to the local community groups and residents on the
Zoned District courtesy list.

Case information materials, including the Notice of Public Hearing and Factual Sheet were sent
to the South Whittier Library, located at 14433 Leffingwell Road, Whittier, CA 90604 on August
11, 2011. The same information was posted on the Department of Regional Planning’s web site
at http://planning.lacounty.gov.

Pursuant to the provisions of Sections 22.60.175 of the County Code, the applicant must post
the public hearing notice on the property no less than 30 days prior to the public hearing date.
Staff received photos and the Certificate of Posting stating that the Notice of Public Hearing was
posted on August 17, 2011 from the applicant’s agent.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Staff has not received any public comments from a resident regarding the sale of beer and wine.

STAFF EVALUATION

Staff visited the site on August 11, 2011 and found the property to be clean and well managed.
The Chevron Gas Station is located at the intersection of two major thoroughfares: Imperial
Highway and Valley View Avenue. There are four large driveway entrances accessing the
property, two from each side. Six lighting poles each with two 300 watts halogens provide
lighting to the subject property. There are propane gas, water and air sales for customers
available on the subject property. A10-foot concrete wall separates the gas station from the
adjacent residential area. There is a temporary sign on the property that does not have an
approval from Regional Planning. The owner would like to maintain the existing sign. Staff
recommended that the owner prepare sign plan to include with the Exhibit A. Staff has included
a copy of the sign plan with this report as provided by the applicant.
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Staff received comments in favor of the project from the Patrol Officer. Staff finds that a public
necessity and convenience for an additional facility selling alcoholic beverages exist. The
proposed sale of alcoholic beverages would provide an easy access to its customers most
specifically to pedestrians on the north side of Imperial Highway. '

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
The following recommendation is made prior to the public hearing and is subject to change
based upon testimony and/or documentary evidence presented at the public hearing:

Staff recommends approval of Project Number R2009-01838, Conditional Use Permit
201000091 (4), subject to the attached conditions.

Pursuant to the provisions of Sections 22.60.175 of the County Code, the applicant must
post the public hearing notice on the property no less than 30 days prior to the public
hearing date. Staff received photos and the Certificate of Posting stating that the Notice of
Public Hearing was posted on August 17, 2011 from the applicant’s agent.

Staff has not received any public comments regarding the sale of beer and wine.
Staff finds that a public necessity and convenience for an additional facility selling alcoholic

beverages exist. The proposed sale of alcoholic beverages would provide an easy access to
its customers most specifically to pedestrians on the north side of Imperial Highway.

However, a condition limits the alcoholic beverage sales shelf space to a maximum of five
percent of the total merchandise shelves in the store as required by the Code.

To assure continued compatibility between the use of the subject property allowed by this
grant and surrounding land uses, the Hearing Officer determines that it is necessary to limit
the term of the grant to 15 years.

The location of the documents and other materials constituting the record of proceedings
upon which the Commission’s decision is based in this matter is at the Los Angeles County
Department of Regional Planning, 13" Floor, Hall of Records, 320 West Temple Street, Los
Angeles, CA 90012. The custodian of such documents and materials shall be the Section
Head of the Zoning Permits East Section, Los Angeles County Department of Regional
Planning.

BASED ON THE FOREGOING, THE HEARING OFFICER CONCLUDES:

The applicant is required to substantiate all facts identified by Section 22.56.040 of the Los
Angeles County Code.

That the requested use at the location proposed will not:

A. Adversely affect the health, peace, comfort or welfare of persons residing or working
in the surrounding area, or

B. Be materially detrimental to the use, enjoyment or valuation of property of other
persons located in the vicinity of the site, or

C. Jeopardize, endanger or otherwise constitute a menace to the public health, safety
or general welfare.

That the proposed site is adequate in size and shape to accommodate the yards, walls,
fences, parking and loading facilities, landscaping and other development features
prescribed in this Title 22, or as is otherwise required in.order to integrate said use with
the uses in the surrounding area.

That the proposed site is adequately served:

A. By highways or streets of sufficient width and improved as necessary to carry the
kind and quantity of traffic such use would generate, and

B. By other public or private service facilities as are required.

Per Section 22.56.195.B of the Los Angeles County Code, in addition to the findings required in
Section 22.56.090, the applicant shall also substantiate the following findings:

A. The requested use at the proposed location will not adversely affect the use of a
place used exclusively for religious worship, school, park, playground or any similar
use within a 600 foot radius; and

B. The requested use at the proposed location is sufficiently buffered in relation to any
residential area within the immediate vicinity so as not to adversely affect said area;
and

C. The requested use at the proposed location will not result in an undue concentration

of similar premises; a separation of not less than 500 feet shall not be construed as
undue concentration; provided, however, that the planning agency may find that the
public convenience or necessity for an additional facility selling alcoholic beverages
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for off-site consumption , outweighs the facts that it is located within a 500-foot radius
of any other facility selling alcoholic beverages for either on-site or off-site
consumption, in which case the shelf space devoted to alcoholic beverages shall be
limited to not more than five percent of the total shelf space in the establishment: and

D. The requested use at the proposed location will not adversely affect the economic
welfare of the nearby community; and

E. The exterior appearance of the structure will not be inconsistent with the exterior
appearance of commercial structures already constructed or under construction
within the immediate neighborhood so as to cause blight, deterioration, or
substantially diminish or impair property values within the neighborhood.

Pursuant to Section 22.56.245 of the Los Angeles County Code, “In addition to the conditions
imposed pursuant to Section 22.56.100, the foliowing development standards shall be
mandatory conditions of such grant:

A. No beer or wine shall be displayed within five feet of the cash register or the front door
- unless it is in a permanently affixed cooler,

B. No advertisement of alcoholic beverages shall be displayed at motor fuel islands,

C. No sale of alcoholic beverages shall be made from a drive-in window. '

D. No display or sale of beer or wine shall be made from an ice tub.

E. No self-illuminated advertising for beer or wine shall be located on buildings or windows.

HEARING OFFICER ACTION:
