Per the Santa Monica Mountains Local Coastal Program, 
certified on 10/10/2014, this boundary "may be revised at any time in the future, is not binding on the Coastal Commission, and may not
eliminate the need for a formal boundary determination made by the Coastal Commission."  As a result, the land use policy boundaries that
intersect this Coastal Zone Boundary are also subject to change without a formal plan amendment.  Additionally, the North Area Plan states:
"In the event that a change in coastal zone boundary occurs, the boundary of the North Area Plan will automatically adjust to accomodate the
change.  The land use category applicable to any parcel that shifts out of the coastal zone will apply under the North Area Plan.  (p. VI-57)"
